Children will feel safe to explore the familiar woodland, following instructions from an adult to keep them safe. They will be curious of the environment, showing interest in the wildlife and the natural landscape by running up and down slopes in the woodland area, balancing along fallen logs and digging for insects.







































Pine Tree Curriculum
Canopy Layer

The children will feel fully comfortable in the woodland environment. They will use resources provided along with the natural resources to build dens, swing on a swing, and climb a rope ladder. They will use the natural woodland as ‘set’ for their imaginative games. They will use bug hunting tools, binoculars, magnifying glasses along with identification books to learn about the flora and fauna of the woodlands.

Children will enjoy visiting other places in the community such as the library, shops, riding on a train etc.
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
