Soil and Ground Layer 

Babies will communicate their thoughts and needs through interaction, gestures, sounds and begin to use single words or link 2 words to vocally communicate.

Babies will recognise familiar sounds such as doorbell and somebody’s voice. They will notice other sounds in the environment such as cars, trains, birds, animals etc.

Field and Understory Layer

Children will begin developing their speech and language where they will now use simple short sentences to interact with peers and communicate their thoughts and ideas to an adult. Their sentences will be made of 3 or more key words such as “me want eat”, to communicate they are hungry.

Children will take part in short singing sessions with actions of familiar songs. They will sit with an adult to share a short book, pointing out pictures and turning the pages.

































Ash Tree Curriculum
Canopy Layer

Children will be able to freely express themselves in play, where they communicate their likes, dislikes, ideas and listen to their peers. The progress in communication skills aids the children to begin to understand how to take turns, resolve conflict, understand others’ feelings and respond appropriately.

Children will have a vast use of vocabulary, and keen to learn new words. Their sentences will be more complex where they begin to use nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, prepositions, determiners, pronouns and conjunctions.

They may begin recognising letter shapes and letter sounds that have an importance to them. They may be interesting in representing these letters in text too, recognising it on signs, on toys/resources. They will understand that text has a meaning, showing interest in text in different formats around various different environments. 

Children will enjoy playing with sound such as making up rhymes, matching rhyming words, following percussion patterns, recognising the same sound in words (onomatopoeia and alliteration).
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
